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Message

As we approach the anniversary of Kristallnacht, I
wish to remember my family’s escape from the
Nazis.

My father, Izrael Schechter, ran a wholesale fur
business prior to World War II in Vienna, which
prospered despite rampant anti-Semitism. Even the
gas meter reader, who had my father make a fur
collar for his lady friend, would remark to him,
“You’re the only decent Jew I’ve ever met.”

My parents married in May 1937, but their joy was
cut short when Hitler arrived in Vienna in March
1938. It marked an explosion of attacks by Austrian
Nazis on Jews in their homes and businesses and in
the streets. Soon, thousands of Jews, desperate for
visas, were lined up in front of foreign embassies,
but few countries would take them.

By a stroke of good fortune, a well-connected cousin
in Palestine arranged for a high-ranking British
official to meet my father in Vienna at the British
Embassy. But when my father emerged from the
embassy with the valuable visas, the lines of Jews
were gone. In fact all the streets were deserted,
except for SS, Gestapo and other Nazis. The date
was November 10, Kristallnacht in Austria, when
synagogues were destroyed and thousands of Jewish
men arrested.

He returned to his apartment, but was immediately
seized in the lobby by one of the many uniformed
Nazis raiding apartments to arrest Jewish men. Then
down the stairs, in full Nazi uniform, came his gas

meter reader from years before, who recognized him
instantly. Just before the Jewish men from the
building were about to be taken away, this man
managed to smuggle my father out of the building
into the street and then into a taxi, which my father
took to the house of a non-Jewish friend living in a
non-Jewish district.

No sooner had he caught his breath in his new
refuge, than a group of Nazis began to raid that
building too, because it contained a single Jewish
resident. But his host set his fears at rest. “I’1l talk to
my neighbor. He’s an important Nazi and a friend,”
he said. And indeed he heard the neighbor instructing
the marauding Nazis not to enter their apartments.

Once the immediate danger had passed, it was still
safer to go elsewhere, so he took a taxi to another
friend. But this man couldn’t help. “Gladly,” he said,
“if I were alone, but I have a woman in there,”
pointing to the bedroom. “If she learns I sheltered a
Jew, she’ll turn both of us in.” But there had now
been a change in Nazi policy. The jails were
overflowing, the arrests had stopped. It was safe to
go home. He had a little fur left that had not been
stolen or confiscated, and the next day he found the
gas meter reader who had saved his life, and gave it
to him. But he didn’t want to take it. “I should take a
present from a Jew! If I hadn’t known that you were
a decent Jew, I wouldn’t have done this for a million
Marks.”

A few days later my parents arrived in England,
having endured a harrowing body search by a Nazi
Customs inspector, and a forced landing in Brussels,
after the plane had turned upside down over the
English Channel. But they were safe at last.
